R E G U L A T I O N S 

for registration into the Unified Trade Register of the BCCI

Art. 1 The Bulgarian Chamber of Commerce and Industry, on the grounds of Art.9 item 13 and 16 and Art.14 Para 5 of its Statute, keeps a Unified Trade Register of:
1/ its associated members;

2/ companies – contractual trade representatives;

3/ companies established in accordance with Art. 357 et seq. of the Law of Obligations and Contracts (LOC);

4/ Trade Representation Offices of foreign entities under Art. 24 Para 1 of the Investment Promotion Act.

 The following documents shall be enclosed to the application form for initial registration into the Unified Trade Register:

5. For Trade Representation Offices of foreign entities
5.1. Upon registration/change in the circumstances subject to registration of the Trade Representation Office and when BCCI is not required to issue a Certificate under Art. 19, para 1 of the Regulations for the Application of the Foreigners in the Republic of Bulgaria Act: 

a) official document certifying the actual status of the foreign entity, issued by the respective competent registration authority, in accordance with its national legislation, certified for authenticity, respectively by:

· Consular Section of the Embassy of the Republic of Bulgaria in the respective country;

· Consular Section of the Embassy of the respective country in the Republic of Bulgaria;

· Another Consular Section representing the interests of the respective country in the Republic of Bulgaria.

Note: 1. The document must be accompanied by a legalized translation into Bulgarian.

2. If the document has been issued by a country member of the Convention Abolishing the Requirement of Legalization for Foreign Public Documents (the Hague Convention), and bears an original Apostille, the document does not require any further legalization, but only has to be accompanied by a legalized translation into Bulgarian. 

3. If the document is issued by a country with which the Republic of Bulgaria has signed a treaty on legal assistance, and the document bears original signature and stamp of the respective competent authorities, the document does not require any further legalization, but only has to be accompanied by a legalized translation into Bulgarian.  
b) If the official document under letter “a” above does not contain information about the representatives of the company, a second official document shall be presented issued by a competent registration authority for the foreign entity, in accordance with its national legislation, certifying the persons representing and managing the foreign entity, duly certified for authenticity under the order specified in letter “a” and accompanied by a legalized translation into Bulgarian;

c) decision of the managing body of the foreign entity for the establishment of a Trade Representation Office in the Republic of Bulgaria pursuant to Art. 24, para 1 of the Investment Promotion Act, accompanied by a translation into Bulgarian;

d) special, notarized power of attorney in the original, or notarized copy of it, issued by the lawful representative of the foreign entity according to registration, which authorizes another person to register and/or manage the Trade Representation Office in the Republic of Bulgaria and specifies the scope of his/her representative powers, certified for authenticity under the order specified in letter “a” and accompanied by a legalized translation into Bulgarian;

e) specimen in the original of the signatures of the representatives of the Trade Representation Office in the Republic of Bulgaria, notarized or laid before an authorized employee of the “Trade Register and Membership” Directorate of BCCI in Sofia or in the regional chambers of commerce and industry. If the specimen of the signatures have been notarized by a Notary Public abroad, they shall be certified for authenticity under the order specified in letter “a” and shall be accompanied by a legalized translation into Bulgarian;

5.2. When BCCI is required to issue a Certificate under Art. 19, para 1 of the Regulations for the Application of the Foreigners in the Republic of Bulgaria Act (including upon registration/change in the circumstances subject to registration of the Trade Representation Office) the foreign entity which registers (has registered) a Trade Representation Office shall submit an official document certifying its actual status, issued by the respective competent registration authority in compliance with its national legislation, certified under the order of Art. 5.1, letter “a” hereabove. The foreign entity must comply with the provisions of Art. 24, para 1, item 6 of the Foreigners in the Republic of Bulgaria Act, respectively submit to BCCI the following listed documents, certifying that these conditions have been met: 
5.2.1. Active economic activity of the foreign entity for no less than one year prior to submitting the application for issuance of a Certificate under Art. 19, para 1 of the Regulations for the Application of the Foreigners in the Republic of Bulgaria Act, established with a reference from a servicing bank or any of the following documents:

a) Copies of the Balance Sheet and the Profit and Loss Account for the previous calendar year, certified as true copies of the original with a wet stamp and notarized signature of the lawful representative/s of the foreign entity, accompanied by a translation into Bulgarian;

b) Declaration on a BCCI template with a notarized signature and wet stamp from the lawful representative/s of the foreign entity with a translation into Bulgarian, containing data for the previous calendar year on the performed activities by basic economic indicators and financial results, accompanied by a translation into Bulgarian;

c) Declaration with a notarized signature and wet stamp from the lawful representative/s of the foreign entity, which indicates the web address of a publicly available online database in English, containing the Financial Statement of the foreign entity for the previous calendar year (for verification of the Financial Statement by BCCI’s “Trade Register and Membership” Directorate);

5.2.2. Tax compliancy of the foreign entity, established with any of the following documents:

a) Certificate of absence of tax obligations, issued by the competent public authority of the country in which the legal seat of the foreign entity is situated, in compliance with its national legislation, certified for authenticity under the order of Art. 6, item 5, letter “a” and accompanied by a legalized translation into Bulgarian;

b) Declaration with a notarized signature and wet stamp from the lawful representative/s of the foreign entity with a translation into Bulgarian, which indicates the web address of a publicly available online database in English, maintained by the competent public body of the country where the legal seat of the foreign entity is situated, in compliance with its national legislation (for verification of the circumstances under item 5.2.2. by BCCI’s “Trade Register and Membership” Directorate); 

5.2.3. Planned activities of the Trade Representation Office, established with the following documents:

a) Justification of the necessity to open a Trade Representation Office (containing the goals and tasks of the Trade Representation Office), stamped with the wet stamp of the foreign entity and with a notarized signature of the lawful representative/s of the foreign entity, accompanied by a translation into Bulgarian;

b) Annual work programmes (for the current and the next calendar year) for execution of the assigned goals and activities of the Trade Representation Office in the Republic of Bulgaria, with a notarized signature of the lawful representative/s of the foreign entity, which justifies the necessity for implementation of the programme by the declared number of persons registered as trade representatives, accompanied by a translation into Bulgarian;

c) Copy of a rental contract (in Bulgarian, or if it is in a foreign language, translated into Bulgarian) for a period of not less than one year, as of the date of submitting the application for issuance of a Certificate under Art. 19, para 1 of the Regulations for the Application of the Foreigners in the Republic of Bulgaria Act, or copy of a document for ownership of real property which shall be used as an office of the Trade Representation Office, and provides the necessary conditions for normal work of the trade representatives, certified as true copy of the original by the lawful representative/s of the foreign entity. 

d) filled-in information card of the BCCI;

e) document for the paid registration fee, according to the Tariff of Rates of Services provided by the BCCI.

FINAL PROVISIONS:

This Regulation was adopted by the Executive Council of the BCCI on the grounds of Art. 26, para 1, item 10 in relation to Art. 25, para 1, item 10 and Art. 9, item 13 and item 16 of the Statute of the Chamber and Resolution of 28.03.2017 – Protocol No. 82/7-2017 and REVOKES the Regulations for Registration in the Unified Trade Register of BCCI, adopted by the Management Board of the Chamber on the grounds of Art. 25 /1/, item 6 of its Statute – Protocol No. 2/1-2000 of 27.07.2000, and shall ENTER INTO FORCE ON 03.04.2017, with the exception of Art. 6, item 5.2., which shall ENTER INTO FORCE after the promulgation in the State Gazette of the amendments and supplements to the Regulations for the Application of the Foreigners in the Republic of Bulgaria Act.
