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■　Upon Arrival at an International Airport in Japan  

1. According to the participants’ flight information on the Acceptance of Conditions form, AOTS will arrange MEETING SERVICE for the participants to be met at the airport　and the meeting service staff will explain them how to go to Kansai Kenshu Center (KKC).
2. Money exchange (Foreign currency → Japanese yen)
AOTS recommends the participants to exchange money to the value of approximately 20,000 Japanese Yen (JPY) for the cost of transportation to KKC and any other purposes by themselves before leaving at the airport. 
· How to go to KKC (Kansai Airport --> Sakai-shi Station --> KKC)
Participants are required to come to KKC by the following route. When the participants take another route, AOTS might not refund the domestic transportation fare.

Step 1: Kansai Airport --> Sakai-shi Sta. (by JR Kansai Airport Rapid Service)
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1) Take a JR Kansai Airport Rapid Service (Rapid Train) to Sakai-shi Sta. 
(Ticket: JPY 860) 

2) Time: Approx. 40 minutes. 

3) Last Train: 23:40

Step 2: Sakai-shi Sta. --> KKC

1) Take a taxi and go to KKC. (Charge: Approx. JPY 2,000)

2) Time: Approx. 15 minutes (Depends on the traffic.)

3) When participants get off the taxi, do not forget to get a receipt 
from a taxi driver.
NOTE: Based on the acceptance of the relevant taxi receipt from the participants, AOTS might refund the taxi fare.
